The first seven courses are identified with the
volition initiating an effort to accomplish the
respective action.

Such volition is an unwholesome kamma regardless of
whether or not it completes the action, but if it does
reach completion of the action and achieves its aim
(e.g. the death of the intended victim, the
appropration of anothet’s property, etc.)

then it becomes a full course of action.

The characteristic of a full course of action is being a
kamma with the potency to take on the rebirth-
generating role.
