The characteristic of a full course of action 1s being a kamma with the potency to take
on the rebirth-generating role. (CMA- P.207)

If 1t becomes a full course of kamma, it can give results as rebirth. Otherwise 1t will give
results in and during life, not at relinking. (Handbook-II 189)

The cause (Kamma) 1s — the mental factor of volition (Cetana ) —

arisen along with the unwholesome or wholesome roots.
{“Cetanaham, bhikkhave, kammam vadami. Cetayitva kammam karoti
— kayena vacaya manasa’ — “It is volition, bhikkhu, that I call kamma. For
having willed, one acts by body, speech, or mind. AN-VI- Sutta-63 }

. The Volition drives to commit the unwholesome courses of actions,
and to perform ten bases of meritorious deeds and ten wholesome

courses of actions.

The citta rooted in delusion and accompanied by restlessness 1s the weakest of all the
unwholesome cittas, and for this reason it cannot take on the role of generating rebirth.

— Any of the other eleven unwholeosme cittas can generate the
unwholesome-resultant investigating consciousness which functions as
rebirth-linking, bhavanga, and death consciousness for the beings reborn in
the four woeful realms.

-CAH twelve unwholesome cittas can generate the seven unwholesome-resultant -

five kinds of sense consciousness, and the recetving and investigating
consciousness.
